1: Be sure to include a copy of your horse’s papers with your entry if you are showing in purebred or partbred classes. Those wishing to qualify for IALHA nationals should include IALHA copies. Those wishing to qualify for AAALSHA can include a Spanish or Portuguese Carta in lieu of IALHA papers. Those riding in fun classes only need not present papers.
2: If you are coming from out of state, remember to include your Coggins and a health certificate no greater than one month old.
3. All fun classes are marked with an asterisk* in the class list. These are not AAALSHA or IALHA Nationals Qualifying Classes and SOME are open to anyone, and any breed of horse. (No registration papers needed here but you must pay the class and office fee-no USEF or drug fee) We especially  encourage all breeds to come and enjoy participating in the Working Equitation classes on Friday.
4. Working Equitation classes are to be held on Friday at 4 pm. We will be hosting two (2) different parts in each division this year. When you enter a division (novice or intermediate) you will ride in the pattern class and the obstacle class if you want to compete for a ribbon. You pay one entry fee for each division. (great value, huh?) the obstacle course will be open for practice from 10 until 2 pm pm Friday-we really make this easy for you!  Copies of the pattern classes and obstacle list can be obtained at the show office, and the patterns, obstacles and  complete rules for W.E.  are found on our website, www.rmihc.org.  You should become familiar with them before showing up to ride. Kudos and  MANY THANKS to Kellee James and Jan Duvall for compiling such a thorough rule book, and for providing our obstacle course this year!  It was a huge labor of love.
5. Rules for any fun class are included here and can also be found on the RMIHC website. Notice that we are offering a Dancing Horse class on Saturday, and a Fantasy Attire class too-get wild and crazy, invite your friends to come cheer you on,  and  have a blast!
6. Flying Horse Catering will be on site on Saturday and Sunday, but not on Friday.  there will be a free competitors party after the W.E. class on Friday night. RMIHC will supply drinks and pizza, and you should bring a covered dish or munchies. Come one, come all, laugh, renew your friendships and talk over the most fun show you’ll ever participate in!
